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NOTICE OF RACE & SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

 FOR THE 62nd DALTON LION ISLAND CHALLENGE CUP

For Auxiliary Yachts (Non Spinaker)

To be held on Sunday November 27th, 2011

Trailer Sailers are also invited to participate in this event as a separate division not eligible for the Dalton Cup 

1. RULES

The race will be governed by the 'rules' as defined in the current Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS) of the ISAF.  The organising authority is Bayview Yacht Racing Association (BYRA).


 Category 7 of the Special Regulations Part 1 - For Racing Boats shall apply to all auxiliary yachts and YA Special Regulations, Part 2 for Off The Beach Boats shall apply to all Trailer Sailers. Members of the Race Committee or the General Committee may make safety checks for conformity with this Addendum.

2. 
ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRIES

The Dalton Cup is open to auxiliary yachts (non spinaker) in Division 2. Trailer Sailers (non spinaker)  in Division 1 are not eligible for the Dalton Cup and are required to carry a serviceable motor, mounted ready for use.  

See Section 4 for the procedure for notification of entry.  All boats shall be covered with appropriate Public Liability and Third Party Property insurance to the sum of at least $10,000,000.

The entry fee for all competitors shall be $15 per yacht 

Please submit entries on the  form following this “Notice Of Race & Sailing Instructions”.

Entries are requested by mail (BYRA, 1842 Pittwater Road, Bayview, NSW 2104), Email to gfjenkinson@optusnet.com.au by 5:00 pm Friday November 25th, 2011.

Entries may also be accepted at the clubhouse between 10:00 and 11:00 am on the day of the event.  

3.
RACE SCHEDULE


The warning signal for the first start (Division No1 – Trailer Sailers)) will be at 11:55 am on 27th November 2011. The warning signal for Division No 2 (Auxiliary Yachts) will coincide with the starting signal for Division No1 at 12:00 noon.

4.
SIGNING ON AND OFF


Helmsmen must notify the Committee of their intention to race by either –

i) Submitting a valid entry as prescribed in clause 3.

ii)
Advising the club radio operator on VHF channel 73 or by phoning 9999 2648.

iii)
Reporting to the Committee Boat prior to the Warning Signal for Division No1.


Any yacht which has not so advised the Committee may be deemed a non-starter.   


A skipper who so advises the Committee of his intention to race and who does not start or who starts and subsequently retires, MUST advise the BYRA base radio operator on VHF Channel 73 or by phone to 9999 2648. Skippers who have finished the race normally are not required to sign a "Sign Off" sheet.     

5.
BRIEFING


A briefing concerning the alternate course arrangement which might apply for Trailer Sailers may be held upstairs in the BYRA clubhouse at 1030 hrs and at the Rowland Reserve launching ramp at 1100 hrs.

6.
RACING AREA


The racing area will be Pittwater and the mouth of Broken Bay.

 7.
MARKS


The Starting and Finishing Marks will be a yellow fluorescent cylinder.

8.
THE COURSES


The normal course will be: 

i) from a starting line immediately north east of the BYRA clubhouse 

ii) For Trailer Sailers only, pass the Palm Beach mark to port 

iii) around Lion Island leaving to port 

iv) to the finishing line 


The alternative course for Trailer Sailers in the event of unsuitable conditions around Lion Island will be:- 

i) from a starting line immediately north east of the BYRA clubhouse 

ii) to the Palm Beach port navigation marker taken to port 

iii) to the yellow racing buoy off Taylor's Point taken to port 

iv) to the Palm Beach port navigation marker taken to port 

v) to the finishing line  

If the alternative course for Trailer Sailers is to be used the committee vessel shall also display the Shortened Course Flag ( Code Flag S) no later than the warning signal.

9.
COMMITTEE VESSEL


The Committee Vessel shall display the BYRA burgee and an orange flag.  

10. THE START

10.1 The starting procedure and schedule will be as follows:-

Attention may be drawn to the above visual signals by appropriate sound signals.

10.2 The starting line will be between the signal mast of the Committee Vessel displaying an orange flag at the starboard end and the Starting Mark at the port end.  The starting line will be located immediately to the north east of the BYRA clubhouse.

10.3 A boat starting later than 10 minutes after her starting signal will be scored Did Not Start.  This changes rule A4.

11.
SHORTENING AND CHANGING COURSE (For Trailer Sailers only)

  The course for Trailer Sailers may be changed to the alternative course at any time prior to the first Trailer Sailer reaching the Palm Beach port navigation marker by the Committee Boat displaying  Code Flag “S” accompanied by repetitive sound signals.  TS16s should keep watch for this signal.

12.
THE FINISHING LINE

The finishing line will be between the signal mast of the Committee Vessel displaying an orange flag at the starboard end and the Finishing Mark at the port end. The finishing line will be located  close by the south east corner of Scotland Island.

13.
TIME LIMIT

Any boats failing to finish before 4:30 pm, by the Race Officers clock, will be scored Did Not Finish.  This changes Rules 35 and A4.

14.
PROHIBITED WATER (RANKS AS AN OBSTRUCTION)


The area of water between the registered moorings and the adjacent shoreline inside Pittwater including Scotland Island shall be considered as PROHIBITED WATER (i.e. continuing obstruction) for yachts that are racing.  All Navigational Marks shall be passed on their designated side with the exception of Palm Beach port hand navigation marker for  Trailer Sailers only.

15.
PROTESTS AND REQUESTS FOR REDRESS

Protest Forms are available at the office upstairs in the BYRA clubhouse.  Protests and requests for redress shall be in accordance with RRS Rules 60, 61 and 62 and shall be delivered to the Race Control Officer or his representative within one hour of the finish of the protesting boat.  A yacht not finishing may submit a protest or request for redress within thirty minutes of reaching the shore.

16.  SCORING AND PRIZES

       Prizes shall be awarded to the winners of the Trailer Sailer and Auxiliary Yacht divisions on scratch and handicap. Additional prizes may be awarded, depending on the number of entries, at the discretion of the Race Committee.


The first auxiliary yacht to finish shall be awarded the DALTON LION ISLAND CHALLENGE CUP (perpetual)


Handicaps shall be at the discretion of the Race Committee.

17.
PRIZE PRESENTATION


Presentation of prizes will take place at BYRA at approximately 5:30 pm on the day of the event in conjunction with an informal BBQ celebrating the 62nd anniversary of the founding of BYRA.  

18.
DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY

Competitors participate in the races entirely at their own risk.  See RRS Rule  4, Decision to Race.  The organising authority will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during, or after the racing.  The Club reserves the right to refuse an entry.

REPORTING REQUIREMENTS IN CASE OF AN ACCIDENT


The attention of participants is directed to Appendix A of the BYRA Sailing Instructions for 2011-2012 which describes   requirements in the event of an accident, as prescribed by NSW Maritime.
